Creating Your Own Utopia
Like the group of boys in Lord of the Flies created their own Utopis in Lord of the Flies, you, too, shall create your own Utopia with a number of people (4-5 depending on number of students in class) from class. 
Expectations of group process:

-4-5 Group Members will work together to create an imaginary utopia

-Group shall decide who will do which tasks listed below. (It is recommended that every student takes charge of at least 2-3 tasks)

-Group Members will work as a team for success to place all required items together in a folder for a Final Grade due:

Expectation for Group Project:
-a TYPED list of group members and who did what: Ex: Johnny created the Utopian Animal and List of Rules, Allie wrote the letters from friends, etc. –a folder form with a title, date, period, and all group member names on the front
-a table of contents placed first in the folder after the cover- see below so what you will list). 
-use of all colors of the rainbow, including but not limited to red, orange, yellow, green, blue, purple, black, brown, white, pink, gold, silver, bronze. 
-creativity in following directions for presentation of content, including but not limited to, stickers, glitter, glye, pictures, drawings, etc.

List of Table of Contents: 

1. Name of Utopian Society

2. Declaration of Independence: Write a brief statement citing the reasons for your formation of a Utopian society. In other words, what specifically don’t you like about our current society? You might refer to The Declaration of Independence for ideas. This portion of the assignment should consist of a two to three paragraphs.

3. Utopian Motto & Seal: Create a slogan or motto that inhabitants of your utopia would adhere to, and crest a utopian seal. What will represent your utopia?
4. Utopian Animal: What animal would symbolically represent your utopia? Explain your choice.

5. List of Rules: What ten rules will all community members follow? Give a rational for each rule.

6. Provisions of Life’s Necessities: How would your utopia provide the basic necessities of life?
7. Governing Body: How will the government of this society be structured? Will you have a democracy, an anarchy, a monarchy, or a dictatorship? How will your utopia make decisions?

8. Geographic Location and Map: Where will your utopia be located? After this is decided, you will create a map of your utopia.

9. Invite Some Friends to Join You: Write a persuasive letter to a friend or relative on why your utopia is the best one in which to live.

10. Journal Entry: Write a Journal entry for Friday, Saturday, and Sunday. What will people do for work, family, worship, school, entertainments, etc?
11. Daily Itinerary: How will utopia inhabitants spend their time during the week? Develop a hypothetical schedule that community members might follow during a typical day.

12. Advertisement: How will you advertise for people to come to your community? This ad should be complete with pictures that are representative of life in your community.
